In New Hampshire Dead? 

Recent court decisions and legislative ac-
tions have suggested that spousal support is 
not an automatic expectation in a divorce 
and that divorcing parties, when able to, are 
expected to get a job and help to support 
themselves, in most instances.  

Where a spouse has historically been sup-
ported and continues to have a need for 
spousal support while the other spouse has 
an ability to pay said support, it is common 
for spousal support to be awarded for a fi-
nite period of time and for a vocational re-
habilitation plan to be established so that 
the supported spouse could find a way to 
move on with her/her life economically.  

While it is frequently small consolation, 
spousal support payments made by the sup-
porting spouse are tax deductible.  They 
must be included as income for the spouse 
receiving the support. 

Finally, all circumstances are different and 
careful preparation with your attorney dur-
ing the divorce process is important.

Major changes in New Hampshire 
Divorce law have been adopted dur-
ing the past few years.  Traditional 
notions of ñchild custodyò are now 
ñparental responsibility.ò  Alimonyò 
is now ñSpousal Support.ò  Division 
of a pension is the establishment of 
a ñQDRO.ò  Division of a federally-
regulated pension involves knowl-
edge of the federal ERISA statute. 

College expenses, can they be mandated by the Court any-
more?  In most cases, no ð although the parties are able to 
reach independent agreement among themselves.  Frequently, 
responsibility for payment of college education expenses are a 
trade-off for another asset or issue in divorce.   

If I brought most of the assets into the marriage, will they 
automatically be split in half?  New Hampshire is an 
ñequitable divisionò state where the division will be made in a 
way that is fair and just.  Traditionally, a fair and just division 
is a 50/50 division.  If, however, the marriage is short lived 
and one party brings significant assets into the marriage and 
the assets brought into the marriage are not co-mingled, the 
Court does have discretion to make an unequal division of as-
sets.
